Christ and Socrates

Both famous historical characters were killed, albeit with varying degrees of torment. The
question is: Are these murders crimes?

Socrates

A few words about Socrates. What is he known for? For the famous phrase attributed to
him, "1 know that | know nothing."

People ignorant in philosophy think it's evidence of his modesty. In fact, it's just a verbal
provocation, implying: "1 know you know nothing", like the phrase "I'm a fool..." or "I realized
we're fools..." that's common today.

Socrates never offered anything positive but was always ready to finish anyone who
expressed any views, no matter what, and did it with a playful naivety, deliberately acting like a
simpleton. So he was a demagogue or just a modern troll.

As a result, his citizens were so sick of him that he was tried on charges of disrespect for the
gods.

He behaved brazenly at the trial and was therefore found guilty, albeit by a small margin.

And then his punishment had to be given. It, too, could have had varying degrees of
severity.

It could have been, for example, an expulsion from Athens for a year or two or for life. The
convict could have asked for leniency based on his own merits or old age, so the floor was given to
Socrates. He claimed to be worthy of divine reverence and worship in a temple with lifetime
support.

This unheard-of impudence on the part of those who had just been found guilty had outraged
his fellow citizens to such an extent that he was immediately sentenced to death by unanimous vote.
He said later that he had done so on purpose. He is used to defeating everyone in these barren
disputes, and strength began to diminish with age, so he decided to leave with a scandal and as
undefeated world champion in disputes.

So, this murder was by no means a crime, as it was the execution of the defendant, convicted
and executed by court order.

We can only talk about a miscarriage of justice or excessive punishment, but not a crime
under the law.

Murder of Christ

The same thing happened to Christ, who directly called the god father Yahweh the devil,
which is the worst religious crime in the eyes of believers. Even the many miracles he demonstrates
are not helpful here.

And his judges (it was undoubtedly the court, and of the highest authority) were so sure that
they said: "If our trial was wrong, let his blood be on us and on our children."

Pontius Pilate could, of course, not confirm its decision and even tried to save Christ by
pardoning, but then an additional charge of disrespect for the emperor was brought. It was no longer
a religious but a state crime, which could not be ignored by the prosecutor. Or he could have been
crucified for such indulgence.

Subsequently, the victorious Christians began to retroactively accuse these judges, shifting
the accusation even to their descendants, whose justification was invented by this reasoning: "These
are not those but other Jews. They died a long time ago, and these Jews did not crucify him, so it
was not their fault." But the fact is that these Jews did not repent at all and could not repent, because



it would mean recognition of his correctness, formulated by the words: "Your father is the devil”,
which would mean rejection of god for believer, and therefore it is absolutely impossible. That is
why it is impossible to achieve the recognition of the error of the court decision or to mitigate its

severity.
Of course, Christ's punishment was terrible, but those were the laws then.
